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Pod ndzvem Letters From Sounds vydali oba umélci v roce 2022 ocefiované album,
objevné propojujici svét soutasného jazzu a soudobé vaziné hudby, ambientu

a interaktivni elektroniky. Na objedndvku Symfonického orchestru Ceského rozhlasu
pak vznikla zbrusu nova orchestrdlni kompozice pro dva sdlisty

a velky symfonicky orchestr, kterd byla hudebnim svétem alba Letters From Sounds
hezprosttedné inspirovina. Nejednd se o instrumentaci existujicich skladeb, ale o nové
zkomponovany symfonicky cyklus, ktery nabizi kompletné novy typ posluchaéské
zkusenosti.

Vice nez pilhodinova koncertantni kompozice je uvnitf élenéna do série drobnéjsich
obrazd, snad ai filmové narativnich. Ostatné hned dvodni melodie je pfipominkou
filmové hudby, kierou Michal Rataj v roce 2023 zkomponoval pro celovecerni dokument
Davise Simanise s ndazvem Death Of Death a Oskar Térdk do ni nahrdl trubkovy part.
DalSich sedm ¢dsti vsak vz posluchaée provddi zcela odlisnymi zdkoutimi, vyznaéujicimi se
napétim mezi velkym symfonickym zvukem a intimni klubovou elektronikou,

rytmickym pulzem akustickych ndstroji a elektronické drum machine, virtuézni

jazzovou frubkou, z niZ se misty stévd ten nejinfimn&jsi snovy hudebni ndstroj,

(i terénnimi nahrdvkami, které pfindseji do svéta absolutni hudby prvky narativniho
zakotveni.
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Spoluprdce obou hudebnikd navazuje na predchozi projekty odehrdvaiici se v prostoru
mezi souasnym jazzem a vdinou hudbou, tradicnimi hudebnimi ndstroji a Zivou
elektronikou. Nejprve to byl Points-Rataj Quintet (CD 2016), z néjz se vyvinulo elekiro-
akustické trio se saxofonistou Lubosem Soukupem (Hornscape, 2020).

Hudebni slovnik Michala Rataje a Oskara Térdka se rozpind od elektronické ambientni
hudby pies ndzvuky klubové elektroniky az po rizné polohy soutasného jozzu

a akusmatické hudby. Bohaté orchestrdlni zkusenosti Michala Rataje se zvukem sougasného
symfonického orchestru (Raining Inside 2008, Temporis 2016, Movis 2019) se zde poji

s prokomponovanou Zivou elektronikou post-akusmatického stfihu prodchnutou virtuozni
Tordkovou hrou na trubku.



Under the title Letfers From Sounds, both artists released an award-winning album in 2022,
bridging in an extraordinary way the worlds of contemporary jazz and contemporary
classical music, ambient music and interactive electronics. Consequently the Prague Radio
Symphony Orchestra commissioned them to compose a new orchestral piece for two soloists
and a large symphony orchestra, which was directly inspired by the musical world

of Letters From Sounds. It is however not an instrumentation of any already existing work.
This newly composed symphonic cycle invites the listeners to immerse themselves

in a completely new dimension of listening experience.

Over half an hour long composition is internally divided into a series of smaller sections
evoking a cinematic storytelling. Its opening melody draws on the film music

that Michal Rataj composed in 2023 for Davis Simanis's feature-length documentary
Death Of Death. Oskar Torck plays the trumpet part in it. The following seven sections
of the composition take the listeners to utterly different worlds of music, characterized

by the tension between a great symphonic sound and intimate club electronics, between

the rhythmic pulse of acoustic instruments and the electronic drum machine, complemented
by the virtuosic jazz trumpet which at times has the qualities of the most intimate dream
instrument that can be imagined. On top of that the composers incorporated field recordings
into the piece, thus bringing narrafive anchoring to the world of absolute music.




The collaboration between the two musicians builds on previous projects that combine
contemporary jazz and classical music, traditional instruments and live electronics.

Their first released album was the Points-Rataj Quintet (CD 2016) which evolved into an
electro-acoustic frio with saxophonist Lubos Soukup (Hornscape, 2020). The musical
language of Michal Rataj and Oskar Térdk extends from electronic ambient music through
electronic dance music to various types of contemporary jozz and acousmatic music.
Michal Rataj’s rich orchestral experience with the sound of contemporary symphony
orchestra (Raining Inside 2008, Temporis 2016, Movis 2019) is on this album combined
with post-acousmatic live electronics imbued with Térok’s virtuoso trumpet.
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
